· Karl-Siegbert Rehberg (TUD-Sociology): Community as origin and yearning. Reflections from anthropological, sociological and political perspectives
Prof. Dr. Karl-Siegbert Rehberg

Chair for sociological theory, history of sociology and sociology of culture at the University of Technology Dresden. Born 1943; study of sociology and political science in Cologne and Aachen; 1973 PhD; 1991/1992 visiting chair at Rijksuniverstiteit te Leiden; 1992 professor at Dresden; since 2015 as senior professor; 2003-2007 president of the German Sociology Association (DGS); visiting professor at the universities in Trent, Rome, Naples, Paris, Lausanne and Basle; 2011 Aby Warburg Award of the Warburg Foundation Hamburg; Research focus on sociological theory (especially theory of institutions), philosophical anthropology and sociology of art (esp. of collections, museums and the arts in the GDR); editor of the Complete Works of Arnold Gehlen.

· Carlos Rafael Ruta (UNSAM-Philosophy): The Hermeneutical Configuration of the Common  

Carlos Ruta has studied Philosophy in La Plata, Buenos Aires, Barcelona and Zurich.

He has a PhD from the National University of Cuyo.

He has specialized in German Philosophy from the Middle Ages to the Baroque, especially focusing on Master Eckhart’s figure and Rhineland mysticism. Additionally, he has researched the link between philosophy and religion and has written papers on philosophy of art.

He has been a guest professor at the University of Eichstätt (Germany) and the University of Poitier (France).

Member of the Eckhart Society (Oxford) and of the Meister Eckhart Gesellschaft.

Currently, he is a tenured Professor of the chair of Hermeneutics and teaches seminars for the students of the Mauricio Kagel’s Arts Institute.

He has edited many books, some of them: Merecer la Soledad, 2002, Grieta de penumbra, 2004, Llueve y distancia, 2005, Trasiegos, 2010, Brizna perdida, Sevilla, 2014.
 He and has published articles in national and international magazines. His 

In February 2006 he was appointed President of the National University of San Martín and was reelected twice, in November 2009 and again in December 2013 for a period of 4 years.

· Pablo De Marinis (IDAES-UNSAM): The multiple uses of 'community' in sociological theory: ideal type, historical type, political utopia and ontological foundation of 'society'
Pablo de Marinis: Bachelor’s in Sociology (UBA, 1991), D.Phil. (Universität Hamburg, 1997). Independent researcher at CONICET, based at the Gino Germani Research Institute, Faculty of Social Sciences, University of Buenos Aires (UBA), and is a professor of Sociological Theory at the same Faculty. He teaches courses regularly for the Doctorate in Sociology at the IDAES-UNSAM, for the Doctorate at FLACSO Argentina, and for the Doctorate in Social Sciences at the Faculty of Social Sciences in the UBA. · Adriana Kemp (Tel Aviv University): Legal Liminality and the Making of Migrants' Communities: Undocumented Labor Migrants in Israel
Adriana Kemp is a political sociologist at the Department of Sociology and Anthropology, Tel-Aviv University. Her research focuses on intersections between labor migration, citizenship, and the mobilization of civil society organizations and migrants’ communities. Kemp co-authored a book on Migrants and Workers: the political economy of labor migration in Israel (2008). Her publications appeared in International Migration Review, Gender and Society, Ethnic and Racial Studies, Political Geography, and International Journal of Urban and Regional Review, among others. Her research on the legal mobilization of migrant workers’ rights is forthcoming in Critical Sociology, Law and Society Review and Social Problems. She is currently conducting research on political and public attitudes on illegality in migration, funded by the Israeli Ministry of Science and Culture, and a study about the impact of ID documents on the life course of migrant workers and asylum seekers’ children living in a legal limbo in Israel. Kemp also served as a consultant for the OECD; testimony for the Israeli Inter-parliamentary Committee for the Examination of Immigration Policy; and chaired the board of directors of the Association for Civil Rights in Israel, the largest human rights Israeli NGO.

· Maximiliano Cladakis (EH-Philosophy-UNSAM): Community, praxis and negativity
Maximiliano Basilio Cladakis obtained his Ph.D. in Philosophy at the National University of San Martín (Argentina). His post-doctoral research is endorsed by the CONICET (National Council of Research in Science and Technology), which has awarded him a scholarship since April 2010. He works on topics related to French phenomenology, especially in the works of Jean Paul Sartre and Maurice Merleau-Ponty. He has published articles on these authors in specialized magazines in Spain, Mexico, Colombia, and Argentina, and usually participates in congresses and symposiums on phenomenology and hermeneutics. He teaches Philosophy of Culture at UNSAM and seminars on the aforementioned subjects.
· Gerd Schwerhoff (TUD-Modern History) The dark side of community: witch hunts in early modern Germany 
Gerd Schwerhoff, born 1957 at Cologne, studied History, Sociology and Pedagogy at the Universities of Cologne and Bielefeld. Dissertation 1989, Habilitation 1996, afterwards Heisenberg grant from the Deutsche Forschungsgemeinschaft. Since 2000 Professor for Early Modern History at the Technical University of Dresden.

· Bernd Schneidmüller (Heidelberg University/ Medieval History): Enduring Coherence and Distance. Monastic and Princely Communities in Medieval Europe.

Bernd Schneidmüller (born 1954) is Professor of Medieval History at Heidelberg University (since 2003), Director of its interdisciplinary “Marsilius Kolleg. Institute for Advanced Study” (2014-2017), and Vice President of the Heidelberg Academy of Sciences and Humanities (2014-2016). He was educated at the universities of Zurich (Switzerland) and Frankfurt (Germany), received his PhD in Frankfurt (1977) and his habilitation in Braunschweig (1985). Together with Gert Melville and Stefan Weinfurter he is coordinator of the Academy Research Program “Cloisters in the Central Middle Ages. Innovation Laboratories of European Life and Order”. His research focusses on nation-building in Medieval Latin Europe, on political decision-making as well as on the materiality of pre-modern text cultures. Specific tolls: Powerpoint-presentation

Rodrigo Laham Cohen is Professor of Ancient History at the Universidad de Buenos Aires and Universidad de San Martín. He is, also, researcher of Ancient and Early Medieval Judaism at CONICET. He wrote his PhD thesis at the Universidad de Buenos Aires, analyzing the relationship between Gregory the Great and the Jews. He is now researching the Christian image in rabbinic literature. He held scholarships in Universita degli studi di Padova and Aarhus Universitet. He was invited, as professor, to the Danske Institut I Rom. He published several articles, always related to ancient and late ancient Judaism.

· Laura S. Carugati (Philosophy-UNSAM): Considerations about the Role of the Translation in the Building of the Symphilosophie-Community by the German Early Romantics.

Laura S. Carugati Professor of Philosophy graduated from the University of Buenos Aires and Professor of German as a Foreign Language (DaF). She researches themes related to hermeneutic philosophy and Early German Romanticism. She has received eight grants for formation, research, and translation in Germany and Switzerland and translates philosophical texts by German-language authors. She works as a professor of Philosophy in the Humanities Department of the National University of San Martín (UNSAM) and as an adjunct professor of Hermeneutics in this same house of higher learning. She has experience in academic administration and investigation and has worked in the Office of Academic and Institutional Relations with the Federal Republic of Germany since 2013. She has been a researcher with the Center for Philosophical Investigation (CIF) since 2002. Some of her translations are El libro rojo of C.G. Jung, El absoluto literario of Ph. Lacoue-Labarthe y J.L. Nancy, La religión of Georg Simmel and El Anticristo de Friedrich Nietzsche.
· Horacio Gianneschi (EH-Philosophy -UNSAM-): The contemporary "divinization" of individual human beings, or the difficult community. A metaphysical view
Horacio Alberto Gianneschi Bachelor’s in Philosophy, adjunct professor of Logic and adjunct professor of Theoretical Philosophy in the Philosophy department of the National University of San Martín (UNSAM). Adjunct professor of Theoretical Philosophy at the UNIPE. Books published: Elements of Logic, 2002 (co-authored with E. Corti); Epicurus-Gods, Religion, and Piety, 2004; Jean Piaget and Logic—An Approximation to Piaget’s Concept of Formal Logic, 2008; Quaestiones logico-metaphysicae—Studies on Aristotle and Aristotleism, (Forthcoming). His translations include: Enrico Berti, Las razones de Aristóteles, 2008 (co-translated with M. Monteverdi, original title: Le ragioni di Aristotele, 1989) and y Enrico Berti, Estructura y significado de la Metafísica de Aristóteles, 2011 (original title: Struttura e significato della Metafisica di Aristotele, 2008). He is the author of various articles on issues relating to Aristotelian philosophy and its tradition. 
· Dardo, Scavino, (Université de Pau et des Pays de l'Adour): Community and individual autonomy: genealogy of a challenge.
Dardo Scavino, born in 1964, studied at the University of Buenos Aires and earned his doctorate at the University of Bordeaux. He currently teaches at the University of Pau in France. He is the author, among others, of La filosofía actual (The Current Philosophy) (1999), El señor, el amante y el poeta (The Lord, the lover and the poet) (2009) and Las fuentes de la juventud (Sources of Youth) (2015).

· Ariel  Wilkis (IDEAS-UNSAM): Community and money : An approach from the moral sociology
Ariel Wilkis (Buenos Aires, Argentina, 1976) has received a P.h.D in sociology from Ecole Hautes Etudes en Sciences Sociales (Paris) and Universidad de Buenos Aires. He is researcher at Consejo Nacional de Investigaciones Científicas y Tecnológicas (CONICET), and co-director at the Centro de Estudios Sociales de la Economía (Universidad Nacional de San Martin). He was a head of undergraduate programme of sociology at Universidad Nacional de San Martín. His areas of interest are economic sociology, sociology of money and the history of the sociology. He has analyzed the conflicts and moral regulations around the use of money in different economics circuits. His most recentlys books are “Las sospechas del dinero. Moral y economía en la vida popular", (Editorial Paidos, Buenos Aires, 2013) and "El Laberinto de las finanzas. Nuevos estudios sociales de la economía" (Biblos, 2015, edited with Alexandre Roig).

Now he is working in a book about the uses and meanings of the U.S. dollar in Argentina’s Economy

· Alejandro Grimson (IDEAS-UNSAM): Community, Culture and its Explotions in Anthropology
Alejandro Grimson has a PhD in Anthropology from the University of Brasilia. He studied communications at the University of Buenos Aires. He has researched migration processes, border areas, social movements, political cultures, identities and multiculturalism. His book The boundaries of culture. Critique of theories of identity won the Iberoamerican Prize awarded by the Latin American Studies Association (LASA). It is CONICET researcher and professor at the Institute of Social Studies of the National University of San Martin.
· Jose Itzigsohn (Brown University): Community Figurations: Communities and the Possibilities of Agency
Jose Itzigsohn is Professor of Sociology at Brown University. His work focuses broadly on questions of inequality, identity, and group formation. He is the author of two books: Developing Poverty, on the informal economy, the state, and the economic strategies of the poor and Encountering American Faultlines, on how class and race faultlines affect immigrant incorporation in the United States. He has also written numerous articles on ethnic, racial and national identities, transnational communities, and the intersections of class and race. Community formation and its possibilities for collective action is a central concern of his work. He is currently finishing a book on the recuperated enterprises in Argentina, and starting one on the sociology of W.E.B. Du Bois.

· Terry F. Kleemann (University of Colorado- Boulder [USA]. Sinology): Individual and Community in Early Daoism: Diffuse and Organized Religion in Chinese History
Terry F. Kleeman is Professor of Chinese Religions at the University of Colorado at Boulder, with a dual appointment in Asian Languages and Civilizations and Religious Studies. He received his Ph.D. at the University of California at Berkeley in 1988. He pursued research, as a graduate student, at National Taiwan University (1976-77); Taishō University (Tokyo, 1979-81); and the École Pratique des Hautes-études (Paris, 1986-87). He has taught at the University of Pennsylvania, the College of William & Mary, and held research appointments at the Institute of Oriental Culture of Tokyo University, Academia Sinica in Taiwan, the Needham Institute for the Study of East Asian Science in Cambridge, the Center for Chinese Studies of the National Central Library, Taiwan, the Institute of Daoism and Religious Culture at Sichuan University, and the Consortium for Research in the Humanities, University of Erlangen-Nuremburg, Germany.

· Omar Thomaz Ribeiro (Universidad de Campinas). The Passage of Time and the Permanence of Fear: Long-Lasting Tensions in Contexts of Conflict in Mozambique

· Christof Zotter (“Universität Heidelberg / Indology”): The Bonds of the Liberated: On Community among Indian Ascetics
After studying Indology and Ethnology in Leipzig, Germany, CZ worked as representative of the South Asia Institute of Heidelberg University in Kathmandu, Nepal. In 2006, he joined the collaborative research centre “Dynamics of Ritual” in Heidelberg, submitted his PhD thesis on the initiation ritual of Brahmins in Nepal in 2009 and co-edited two interdisciplinary volumes (Hindu and Buddhist Initiation in India and Nepal (2010), Ritualdesign (2012)). Since 2014 he is head of the editorial programme of the project “Documents on Religion and Law of Pre-modern Nepal” (Heidelberg Academy of Sciences and Humanities). Besides his studies of Hindu life-cycle rituals, he worked on Indian cremation ground ascetics. His present research focuses on the role of ascetics in the formation of the Nepalese state.
